  north of latitude 36 30’

How did Uncle Tom’s Cabin affect public opinion in the United States?


It influenced many Northerners who were neutral to become abolitionists


It also angered Southerners who felt it was not a true depiction of slavery
What did the Whigs and the Democrats do that led to the formation of the Republican Party in 1854?


They failed to take a strong stand against the spread of slavery

How did the Lincoln-Douglas debates in 1858 affect the political futures of the 2 men?

Douglas- he lost much of the Southern support he had gained with the Kansas-


     Nebraska Act when Lincoln got him to admit that popular sovereignty


     could work against slavery; he lost any chance he had of becoming


     President

Lincoln- he became nationally known as an opponent of slavery, he used this


   popularity in the North to win the Presidency in 1860

How did Southern states react to Lincoln’s election in 1860?


South Carolina, followed by 6 others, seceded in protest
